Q - What are the baseball classifications by age for my child?
· Knothole classifications are (by ages):  D1 (8 & 9), D2 (9), C1 (10 & 11) C2 (11), B (12 & 13), 
      A (14 & 15), AA (16 thru 19), players age as of May 1st of current year.  
      AA players cannot turn 19 before May 1ST of current year.  

Q - What are the classifications for girl’s fastpitch softball?
· U10, U11, U12, U13, U14 and high school age teams.  Players age as of January 1st of current year.

Q - What are instructional leagues?
· Tee Ball is for first year players and for players ages (5 & 6).  
D–American is for second year players ages (7 & 8) and is a combination of player and 
coach pitch.
U7 slow pitch softball is for girls age (7) that do not turn 8 prior to January 1st.
U8 modified fast pitch is for girls age (8) that do not turn 9 prior to January 1st.
U9 modified fast pitch is for girls age (9) that do not turn 10 prior to January 1st.

Q - Where do players have to live to play through Bridgetown Baseball Association?
· BBA does not have any boundaries and we try to accommodate every player that signs-up.  We also recognize that we can only provide players a roster spot if we have enough volunteers.
Q - When does the season start & when do they practice?
· Managers are given permission to start outside practices starting March 1st.  Some teams play pre-season and post-season games.  
· Practice times:  Each team is given one 4:30 pm - 6:30 pm and one 6:30 pm - 8:30 pm time slot to practice.  Practice days are manager’s choice along with field availability.  
· The regular season ends by the end of June. 
Q - Where are practices held?
· BBA assigns teams to fields by size (age group).  BBA has a contract with the Oak Hills Local School District for field maintenance in exchange for field use at: Bridgetown Middle School, Oak Hills High School’s JV softball field, Springmyer, J.F. Dulles and Oakdale Elementary schools.  We also use field time at Veterans Park and Kuliga Park in Green Township. 

Q - Which leagues do BBA teams play in? 
· BBA places teams in Knothole Club of Greater Cincinnati and Greater Miami Softball League.  Bridgetown Baseball has our own Tee Ball and D–American leagues.

Q - What is my cost to play?
· Tee Ball, D–American, U7, U8 and U9 softball cost is $75.00, due at sign-ups of which $30 is non-refundable (the cost of the pizza card and raffle tickets).  You receive a $10.00 pizza card and $20.00 in raffle tickets.  You can choose to sell them, in which you keep the money, to help defray some of the sign-up fee.  
· For U10 thru high school fast pitch and Knothole baseball, you have a $25.00 fee due at sign-ups, which is non-refundable.  The sign-up fee includes a $10.00 pizza card and $15.00 in raffle tickets.  You can choose to sell them, in which you keep the money, to help defray some of the sign-up fees.  Additional fees will be charged at manager’s discretion.
· Raffle ticket stubs are to be returned to your manager to be eligible for the drawing at the end of June.  The winners will be contacted by a BBA representative and posted on our website.      
 
Q - How do I become a manager?  
· BBA will do a background check on anyone interested.  A knowledge of baseball and or softball is a plus, however, not necessarily mandatory. 
· If interested in volunteering, please contact a representative through our website.

Q - How do the team rosters become finalized?
· BBA holds two open sign-ups each season where a player can sign-up on any manager’s 
roster, based on age group.  In order to keep an equal number of players on each team, players may be moved to another roster per the manager and association regardless of when or where you sign-up on the roster.  The rosters are finalized by the first of March.
